This survey is being sent to all property owners in the Vickery Place neighborhood being studied for
a potential conservation district. The intent is to gather information prior to the next meeting
regarding certain standards that are generally regulated in special districts. The results are to be used
as discussion points during future meetings.

Conservation Districts typically change basic zoning standards to reflect the current conditions of the
neighborhood’s built environment. Additional standards that are not regulated through base zoning
but are unique to the area can also be incorporated in a Conservation District. Standards such as
height, setbacks, lot coverage, and fencing are adjusted from what 1s allowed generally throughout
the city. As an example, base zoning allows for a 25 foot front yard setback in R-7.5(A) zoning. In
an area where houses are consistently built with a 40 foot front yard setback, the standard in a
conservation district could be adjusted to reflect the greater setback (if desired by the property
OWNErs).

On the following pages, you will find a survey form and examples with some of the issues being
addressed. Also below, there is a table to allow for a comparison of what is allowed today and what
could be allowed with a conservation district. The second table list additional standards that could be
regulated if desired. This is for your records to allow you to monitor what is being discussed.
